Background

At the Eighteenth Session of the Commission on Phytosanitary Measures (CPM-18) held in 2024, the
Task Force on Topics (TFT) was tasked with revising the submission forms for topics for standards and
implementation. It was decided that the CPM Bureau, Strategic Planning Group (SPG), Standards
Committee (SC) and Implementation and Capacity Development Committee (IC) would give their
inputs and suggestions based on thisrevision, and the revised forms would later be presented to CPM-
19 (2025).

The TFT began its work in May 2024, focusing on the generic submission forms for standards and
implementation. During the revision process, the TFT conducted three online meetings — in July,
October and December 2024 — to review feedback and suggestions from group members.

Following these discussions, the TFT made revisions to the submission form for topics for standards
and implementation. The revised forms are intended to streamline the submission process and improve
the clarity of the criteria used to prioritize proposals.

The TFT finalized the submission forms based on the inputs from the CPM Bureau, SPG, SC and IC
and agreed to submit them to CPM-19 (2025). It was also agreed that, if the need arises, the TFT will
revise other forms (submission form for draft specification for ISPM, submission form for draft
specification for IPPC guides and training materials, submission form for diagnostic protocols for
regulated pests) based on the input received.

Attachedto this document are two annexes that provide detailed information on the proposed changes:

- Annex 1 —This annex outlines the proposed revisions to the submission forms and the criteria for
justifying and prioritizing proposed topics. New text proposals made by the TFT are underlined,
while proposals for removal are indicated by a strikethrough.

- Annex 2 — This annex introduces the IPPC Observatory form for submitting topics for surveys or
studies. CPM-18 (2024) noted the inclusion of this form in the biennial call for topics, highlighting
the growing importance of gathering data and conducting studies on key phytosanitary issues.

The forms and criteria are designed to enhance the efficiency of the topic selection process and ensure
that proposals are rigorously evaluated based on their relevance and potential impact.

Recommendations
The CPM is invited to:

(1)  note the proposed changes of the submission form for topics for standards and implementation,
which incorporates feedback from the CPM Bureau, SPG, SC and IC;
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(2)  note that, if needed, at the request of CPM, the TFT will review the other submission forms,
notably the forms for draft specifications;

(3) note that the IPPC Observatory form for submission of topics for survey or study will be used for
the biennial call for topics; and

(4)  approve the proposed changes to the submission form for topics for standards and implementation
and the IPPC Observatory form for submission of topics for survey or study to be used for the
2025 call for topics.
