Introduction

The IPPC Communications Strategy 2023-2030 was adopted at the seventeenth session of the
Commission on Phytosanitary Measures (CPM-17) in 2023. The strategy is aligned with the IPPC
Strategic Framework 2020-2030 and serves as a communications roadmap for the IPPC community.
The strategy was developed by the former CPM Focus Group on Communications and the IPPC
Secretariat. The strategy’s main objectives are to:

i. inform the plant health community and wider public on the importance of plant health;
ii. mobilize and engage stakeholders and establish a collaborative structure; and
iii. advocate for support towards achievement of the IPPC Strategic Objectives.

To operationalize the strategy, the IPPC Secretariat develops and implements the annual secretariat
Communications Plan which is created, reviewed and approved by secretariat management at the end
of the preceding year.

In 2024, the IPPC Secretariat continued routine communication activities in 2024, with notable
achievements in key communication areas, namely 1) the first exhibition on the International Day of
Plant Health (IDPH)! and CPM-18 session held at the FAO headquarters; 2) marked increase in social
media engagement, owing to the fact that a full-time communications specialist was hired in January
2024; 3) newsletter subscription more than doubled by year-end; and 4) a record number of publications
was produced in the first half of the year. Key achievements in communications are highlighted below.

Social media reach

During the first half of the year, social media performance grew across all IPPC accounts (X/Twitter,
Facebook and LinkedIn) indicating rising user interest and engagement with IPPC organic content
particularly around April and May during CPM-18 and the IDPH campaign, respectively, However, a
donward trend was observed on Facebook and LinkedIn during the latter half of the year.

More users were viewing and engaging on X/Twitter (167,835 impressions) than on Facebook (80,100
users reached) though this could be attributed to the temporary loss of access to the IPPC Facebook
account from mid-July to mid-September (see graphs on the succeeding pages). Views on LinkedIn
posts were much less (8,418) since the account is a closed group and not a public page.

Around 1,560 new followers were recorded on X and Facebook, with X followers reaching a peak from
June-September while Facebook following peaked earlier in the year. On LinkedIn, active members

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were about a hundred in January but grew to 1,000 by May, slightly dipping in the third quarter then
rising consistently to almost 1,820 members by November.

(71 Users were more engaged with IPPC content on X (14,662) than on Facebook (3,495 interactions); the
strongest engagement on both platforms were around May during IDPH, indicating interest on more
generalized messages on plant health. LinkedIn group members were engaged more in May (3,500 post
views) and in September (4,000 post views) although users tend to comment less on posts.

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International Phytosanitary Portal (IPP)

New content — following the IPP revamp in 2023 to improve user interface and accessibility of
information and knowledge products, the secretariat continued to populate the IPP with new content as
below (January-November 2024):

- 58 news articles
- 18 feature stories under the category ‘Spotlight
- 94 announcements

- 19 calls for experts, topics, discussion papers, etc.

New webpages to promote events including:
- IPPC workshop on “Boosting Agricultural Resilience: Novel plant pests diagnostic techniques";

- webinar series on “Climate change and phytosanitary measures”, and
- a page on COAG 29 side event on One Health

- A new webpage on plant health and climate change which includes a list of technical resources
(external links)

- Communications and partnership webpage updated

Website traffic (January-November 2024) — majority of users viewed the IPP homepage in English
(126,546 views) and were looking more at institutional pages such as ISPMs, list of IPPC
countries/contracting parties, reporting obligations, as well as resources such as the wood packaging
guide and IPPC training materials (see Table 1 below).

The most widely read news articles (in all languages) vary in topics: wood packaging guide, vacancy
announcement, Zambia e-learning success story, APP trainingin Zambia and Uganda, CPM-18 news,
One Health-related news, remote sensing in pest detection and surveillance, and phytosanitary capacity
evaluation in Egpyt (see Table 2 below).

IPPC Newsletter — 12 monthly newsletters were produced in 2024, with the number of subscribers
more than doubling from 1,168 in December 2023 to 2,844 in December 2024. More robust content
were developed and the newsletter was actively promoted via IPPC social media platforms and various
IPPC events, i.e. CPM-18, IPPC regional workshops and webinars, as well as in external conferences
participated in by secretariat staff or members of subsidiary bodies and focus groups.
