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Background

= CPM, its subsidiary bodies, and the Strategic Planning Group (SPG) have had ongoing
discussions regarding the One Health concept in recent years. These discussions have
been largely aimed at giving a more prominent role to plant health within One Health.

= The One Health High-level Expert Panel (OHHLEP) revised (2021) definition of One Health:

One Health is an integrated, unifying approach that aims to sustainably balance and

optimize the health of people, animals, and ecosystems. It recognizes the health of
humans, domestic and wild animals, plants, and the wider environment
(including ecosystems) are closely linked and interdependent.

= The 28th Session of the Committee on Agriculture (COAG-28) (2022) recommended

FAQO to strengthen cooperation between the Quadripartite and the IPPC to consider
plant health.”

1. Conduct preliminary study, understand how plant health could contribute to the One
Health approach by determining the interrelations and interdependencies between plant
health and the other pillars of this approach;

2. As part of the preliminary study, collect national and regional experiences from NPPOs
and RPPOs relating to One Health;

3. As part of the preliminary study, liaise with the steering group on Pest Outbreak Alert and
Response Systems, the CPM Focus Group on Climate Change and Phytosanitary Issues,
and other relevant focus groups and CPM, United Nations or FAO bodies

4. As conclusion of the preliminary study, enumerate the One Health topics where plant
health is contributing to.

5. Draw up an action plan to communicate and advocate “Plant Health” as one of the
pillars of One Health as an additional component of the IPPC Communications Strategy.

6. Provide advice on the possibility of a CPM side session on One Health.

7. Consider whether a formal CPM Recommendation would be of use and value and, if so,
provide an outline of what it may address.

8. Consider how participation by plant-health representatives in the FAO One Health

9. Develop a plan for enhancing IPPC participation, advocacy, and effectiveness in the FAO
One Health Committee structure and activity.

10. Present any other observations or recommendations to the CPM as deemed appropriate
in relation to defining and recommending a CPM engagement strategy on One Health.

CPM-19discussions One Health and AMR:

= Strong support was expressed for the One Health approach and the work of the CPM Focus Group
on Plant Health in the Context of One Health, emphasizing the interconnectedness of plant,
animal, and human health.

= |nresponse tothe CPM Chairperson’s proposal to develop a CPM Recommendation on
Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR), CPM shared its concerns, considering lack of clarity on the role of
plant health within One Health, the potential narrow scope of the recommendation, as well as the

focus group’s capacity.

The CPM-19:

(87) requested that the focus group prioritize tasks that will lead to delivery of task 7 in
the approved terms of reference for the focus group, which relates to the consideration of a
formal CPM recommendation;

_(88) requested the focus group to Blresent to the 2025 SPG meeting their advice on the
potential value and content of a CPM recommendation on AMR and provide an outline of

its content;

= Desk research to understand interrelations and interdependencies between plant
health and the other pillars of the One Health approach as per the comprehensive
research matrix.

= Review and assessment to understand whether a formal CPM Recommendation (on
AMR or general on OH) would be of use and value for the IPPC community - address
CPM-19 (2025) decisions 87 and 88.

= Coordinate the findings with the steering group on Pest Outbreak Alert and Response
Systems, the CPM Focus Group on Climate Change and Phytosanitary Issues, and
other relevant focus groups and CPM, United Nations or FAO bodies to draft the study

= Present the findings to 2025 SPG as per CPM-19 (2025) decisions 87 and 88.
