Example of a Canadian Registration Number applies on cartons of packed fresh cherries:

A 10 digit, uninterrupted number- OOO- - that includes the following information:

* “Day-of-Year” representing the Date of Packing (3 numbers),

» Packing Facility number (EIIUINOEES),
* Grower Number(_),and
* Orchard Number (_).
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Product traceability

 Can be achieve via other means than the registration
number.
For example:
The exporters have procedures that can be verified to
ensure traceability of the products to:
= the production site (orchard, field,
greenhouse, nursery, etc.)
= the packing facility
= the treatment facility or a test result
= other
* This can be done using invoices, labels, treatment
certificates, etc.
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Quality Control Systems

* Useful when a number of measures are part of
the commercial practices

 NPPO or 3rd party oversight of the activities
delivered under the systems approach

* Internal audits to ensure that procedures are
strictly followed by all staff

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Training

e Staff responsible for phytosanitary
activities in a systems approach may need
to be trained and demonstrate competency

« Staff may need to be trained on:
= Phytosanitary procedures to adhere to
= Pests of concerns and their signs and
symptoms
= Packaging and labelling requirements
= Etc.
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Record keeping

* Documents may need to be retained for a minimum
of time to allow for verifications and trace back

* In Canada, usually for a minimum of 2 years

* Facilities may need procedures for maintaining
documentation and records used by the facility to
track phytosanitary activities.

* CanlInclude training records, treatment records,
treatment certificates, etc.
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Roles and responsbilities

* Exporting NPPO
= Monitoring/auditing and reporting on system
effectiveness
= Taking appropriate corrective actions as required
= Providing phytosanitary certificates in accordance
with the requirements of the system

* Producers, packing facilities, treatment facilities, etc.
= Be knowledgeable of the requirements of the

system
= Comply with the requirements of the system
