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Issues raised

» For the first five commodities, 13 CPs and 3 RPPOs submitted informational material on regulated pests
and phytosanitary measures.

* Many of the submitted pests are clearly not associated with the pathway (e.g., rhizome borers vs. fruit).
* Some pests have doubtful association (e.g., leaf mites vs. fruit).
* For some pests, no measures were indicated to manage their pest risk.

* Most of the submitted materials did not contain technical information (e.g., PRA, detailed measures in a
systems approach), making the evaluation difficult.

> Because CPs have different ALOP:

* For the same pest, different CPs may require different phytosanitary measures (e.g. export inspection
vs. PFA).

 Some CPs regulate pests even when they consider a very low probability of transfering the pest to a
suitable host (e.g. virus vs. fruit).
